

In November 2004 Methodist Homes Housing Association completed an innovative extra care housing scheme in Moor Allerton, Leeds.  The scheme comprises:-
Yew Tree Court – 50 one and two bedroom apartments for frail older people including 5 for N.E. Leeds P.C.T.

MHHA’s sister organisation, Methodist Homes for the Aged, delivers the care into the project under contract to Leeds City Council.  This includes care packages into the 5 PCT flats which are providing an intermediate care service (with the PCT providing the health/therapeutic input).

Rosewood Court – 20 apartments for older people living with dementia.  Methodist Homes for the Aged has nationally recognised expertise in dementia care and this project is unique in offering bespoke person centred dementia care in an extra care setting.

Both parts of the scheme benefit from the extensive use of assistive technology – I’ve attached a summary on this.  In addition we are piloting a vivatec wristband system which provides health and well being monitoring.  We have sought volunteers to take part in the pilot.

We have appointed Dementia North to evaluate the scheme and the assistive technology in its first year of operation and to undertake a dementia mapping exercise with all tenants of Rosewood Court over the next 3 years to demonstrate the improvements to their well being as a result of living in the scheme and receiving specialist dementia care.
A full restaurant facility is provided at the scheme offering home cooked meals throughout the day.  This facility is used by tenants (see next section) and the wider community.  The extensive communal facilities and grounds enable older people in the wider community to benefit directly from the scheme.
A future service development will be to offer care and support to older people living in their own homes from the centre by extending the operation of the domiciliary care contract.

Rosewood Court and Yew Tree Court cost c.£6.5m to build and we received £5m of Social Housing Grant.

Adjoining Rosewood Court is a Dementia Day Care Centre
This has had no grant funding and MHHA has run a capital fundraising appeal to meet the cost of the project which is £800k.  The centre will initially be open 7 a.m. – 7 p.m. and will provide care for older people living with dementia but who are still in their own home.  This will include personal care, bathing, laundry, activities and therapeutic services.   In addition visiting professionals will offer Chiropody, Ophthalmology and so forth.
The centre will not only support the older people living with dementia but offer invaluable respite, support and advice to their families/carers.

As with Yew Tree Court & Rosewood Court Methodist Homes for the Aged will be the care provider at the centre under contract to Leeds City Council
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
