Housing Workshops discussion points
· Difficulty of moving from somewhere which has been adapted to your needs.   The need to start from scratch with both housing and care requirements in another location.
· Can be harder to sell a property or find an exchange tenant for an adapted property.
· May be difficult to view properties if you have limited mobility.

· Estate agents or landlords may not understand your needs and offer totally unsuitable property as being ok for your requirements leading to wasted time on viewings.
· When you find somewhere it is likely to need adaptations which   can mean a long delay between the property becoming yours and when you can move in.  If you need to leave your current property where do you go and what do you do with your possessions in the period until you can move in?
· If you need support from the local authority for care or adaptations to your new home, these arrangements can be difficult to co-ordinate with the time of a move.
