The seminar will provide attendees with a practical blueprint for changes to the way we commission, deliver, and think about rehabilitation services for both minor and major injuries.
A limited number of places are available to hear key speakers from the NHS and the Military who will both challenge and energise you to think about rehabilitation services for the UK.

Professor Keith Willett will illustrate why there was a need for change in the way the NHS managed trauma patients, how he has introduced a more coordinated process that breaks down any barriers between professional teams to ensure that patients receive the best support for each stage of their care – from initial treatment, through a rehabilitation prescription to recovery and on to eventual discharge – seamlessly moving from one team to the next as their condition allows.
 
Prof Willett will not just provide an update on progress within the management of trauma patients, he will illustrate how these developments present opportunities and challenges for rehabilitation provision within the NHS and how the changes he has overseen can act as a blueprint for the entire rehabilitation community.
Col John Etherington will take up these themes illustrating how the military manage rehabilitation services and how this and the national trauma network present a blueprint for future provision.  He will discuss the need for national strategic review of the provision of rehabilitation within the UK.
Prof. K Willett – Keith was appointed as the first National Clinical Director for Trauma Care in 2009 and has overseen a revolution in the way trauma patients are managed. He is now the new National Director of Acute Episodes of Care for the NHS Commissioning Board.

Col. J Etherington – Until last year John was the Clinical Director at the world-renowned Headley Court rehabilitation centre.  He now holds responsibility for all rehabilitation provision across the armed services.  A member of the Royal College of Physicians Col Etherington recently led the production of the report “Exercise for Life: Physical activity for health and disease” which recognised the fitness industry as a key collaborator to the medical profession.
