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Terms and Conditions for Community Co-researchers 
· Community Co-researchers are engaged on a limited fixed term contract basis to work with the Amar Bari project only. 
· The primary role of Community Co-researchers is to conduct and record interviews within the project with older members (probin) of Bangladeshi communities in East London and also with their families. These interviews will be arranged in co-operation with the project team. 
· In addition, eligible Community Co-researchers may have the opportunity to take part in the data analysis, production of findings at different phases of the research and presentations. 
· Information on the project must be understood and consent forms are required to be signed before Community Co-researchers begin working with the project. In particular Community Co-researchers must understand and comply at all times with project ethical standards and code, including in relation to confidentiality and data protection. 
· Community co-researchers will report on a day-to-day basis to the Postdoctoral researcher (Dr Mahera Ruby) and will be supported by the OU team.
Eligibility criteria
· Good spoken and written English is a requirement, and in addition spoken Bangla and/or Sylheti is required to conversational standard. 
· Community Co-researchers must be aged over 18 and legally eligible to work in UK. 
· No prior research experience is required. All training will be provided in understanding the purpose of the research, the research methods, ethical requirements and protocols, data protection, and personal safety in the field. Community Co-researchers are required to take part in this training and will be remunerated at the standard project rate for taking part. 
· Remuneration is fixed at £21.91 per hour (before tax and NI), paid monthly in arrears on production of a signed time sheet. 
· Dates and hours of engagement with the project must be agreed between individual Community Co-researchers and the Research Team.
· The Disclosure Barring Service (DBS) is a standard safeguarding requirement when working/volunteering with members of the community. All researchers on this project including the co-researchers will be required to obtain a DBS certificate.
