We will recruit six community co-researchers to join the research team to talk to (interview) probin and their families. 

In addition to payment, co-researchers will gain:
· Experience of doing research in the community

· Training in research methods and ethics

· Experience of working with older people

· Opportunity to develop a range of transferable skills including use of information technology (e.g., dicta phones, Amazon tablets)
· Experience of working in a team
· Understanding of data protection and data handling
Co-Researchers will be expected to:

· Undertake 10-20 interviews with probin individually and with families. Ongoing training and support will be provided. 

· Attend training for research activities (equipment and resources will be provided)
· Provide feedback on the interviews 

· Help to recruit probin and families to take part in the interviews.

· Communicate regularly with team members
· Undergo a Disclosure Barring Service (DBS) check (application paid for and supported by the project). DBS is a standard requirement when working/volunteering with vulnerable members of the community
· Develop and/or contribute to presenting research findings to different audiences (optional).

We are looking for an inclusive and diverse cohort of six community researchers, of all ages 18 years and older with:
· Ability to read and write in English and fluent in spoken Bangla and/or Sylheti  

· Ability to work sensitively and confidentially  
· Interested in community issues and community work with older people  
· Comfortable with visiting people at their home for interviewing 
· Flexible working to fit in with interviewee schedules, which may require working some evenings and weekends.
· Travel required within the four boroughs for interviews  
· Ability to work as part of the co-researcher and wider project team 
· Interest in learning /developing technological skills e.g., how to record and save an interview on Amazon tablet, transfer data from one device to another
· Permission to work in the United Kingdom
