This House welcomes the report ‘Screening for Malnutrition in Sheltered Housing’ by BAPEN (British Association for Parenteral and Enteral Nutrition) with GNASH (Group on Nutrition and Sheltered Housing); notes that it highlights the prevalence of nutrition problems amongst the 700,000 sheltered housing residents in the UK; is concerned by the report's finding that 14% of tenants are classed as malnourished and 24% obese and that more people are affected by malnutrition in sheltered housing than in hospital; notes that BAPEN's Malnutrition Universal Screening Tool (‘MUST’) is recognised as an easy-to-use and accurate screening tool by sheltered housing tenants and managers; calls on the Government to take on board BAPEN's findings and use their recommendations to ensure that good nutritional screening and practice is embedded into all community, care and hospital settings.
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
